Push
Tootsie Roll candy all the way down into center
hole.

L—(left side) R—(ﬂght side)

You need two molds to make a whistle. One L—
left side and one R—right side.
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Push handle down slowly...DO NOT JERK.

Lift handle of mold machine. Remove mold cap and
lift out whistle mold.
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Gently and carefully pull
candy whistle half, out of
mold.

NOTE: If whistle sticks

. inside mold chamber: Press

mold handle down again

~ to release whistle. Now
mold second whistle half,
the same way with other
half of whistle mold.

Press the 2 whistle halves together gently.




For fun, make a funny Toot Sweet character. Press
gently on to back of whistle as shown.

HOW TO CLEAN TOOT SWEET
TASTITOY MACHINE
